1.  Purpose.  Per the references this syllabus establishes policy, procedures, and schedules for all driver-training courses conducted by the Safety Branch, Marine Corps Base, Camp Smedley 

D. Butler.

2.  Action.  Per the references, the 4th Quarter Training Syllabus will commence on 1 October 2002.  Commands are required to ensure that all applicants are screened and meet all prerequisites in accordance with the guidelines contained herein.

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TACTICAL/COMMERCIAL DRIVERS COURSE
1.  The purpose for this course is to provide units with a basic incidental/Government Vehicle operator.  In accordance with references (a) through (f), commanders will ensure all applicants are screened and meet all prerequisites prior to course assignment.

2.  Commands are assigned quotas.  Officers and SNCO's may be exempt from the classroom instruction and practical application, but must meet the requirements for Drivers Improvement and take the written and road test.  E-5's and below are required to report by 0745 to bldg 5831 Camp Foster for classes.  Students must be in appropriate uniform, with the following documents:

    a.  Two copies of the Application for Government Vehicle Operator's Permit (NAVMC 10964) signed by the Company/Squadron Commander or by direction. 

    b.  Physical Fitness Inquiry for Motor Vehicle Operators 

(OF 345).  This office provides vision screening.  The minimum standard for a standard driving permit is acuity (without glasses) of 20/30 in one eye and at least 20/40 in the other.  Applicants who require medical evaluation (those that fail the vision test) will be required to see a Medical Officer, per reference (a).

    c.  Valid Identification Card (ID).

    d.  Valid State, U.S. Territory, International Drivers License, or USFJ-4.

    e.  A letter or checklist from their training representative stating that each student has been screened for the requirements and is fully qualified to attend the course.

3.  Students that have completed a Drivers Improvement Course (DIC) from AAA or have reached their twenty-sixth birthday will be exempt from the DIC training on Tuesday. 

4.  Units sending personnel through the course are required to provide transportation to and from the school.  The units must also provide a driver and one (1) vehicle (M998, M1123 or light

Commercial vehicle) per every three (3) students for practical application Tuesday through Friday.  In the event students do not receive vehicle support from their Command on Tuesday, Wednesday,

Thursday, or Friday, the students will be dropped from the

course.  Once the student has passed all required tests, they 

will return to their unit with a Standard Operators Permit

(OF 346).  Units are encouraged to closely supervise the newly licensed operators.

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Commercial Forklift/Material Handling Equipment

Transporters Course (MHE)

1.  The purpose of this course is to provide units with a basic incidental/Commercial Forklift operator.  Per reference (g), commands will ensure all applicants are screened and meet all prerequisites before assignment to the course.

2.  Commands are assigned quotas for the course.  All personnel, regardless of rank or status, must attend the entire course.  All applicants are required to report by 0745 to bldg 5831 Camp Foster, in the appropriate uniform of the day, with the following documents:

    a.  Two copies of the Application for Government Vehicle Operator's Permit (NAVMC 10964) signed by the Company/Squadron Commander, By direction or appropriate civilian supervisor. 

    b.  Valid State, International, U.S. Territory Drivers License, USFJ-4, or an OF 346, 1345 or 3051 MOS only.  (U. S. Government Operators Permit).  If the OF 346 is used, it must qualify the operator for motor transport vehicles of 1 1/4 ton or greater. 

    c.  Valid Identification Card (ID).

    d.  All applicants must have completed a Drivers Improvement Course (DIC) or have reached their twenty-sixth birthday.  

    e.  USNH 6260 Medical Surveillance Program Card (Physical, CODE 710).

NOTE:  Point of contact for information concerning the Medical Surveillance Program Card, also known as a Code 710, is the Occupational Medicine Unit, Camp Lester at ext. 643-7615/7616.

3.  Once the student has passed all required tests, they will return to their unit with a standard Operators Permit (OF 346).  Units are encouraged to closely supervise the newly licensed operator.

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JAPANESE SOFA STAMP
1.  The Japanese SOFA test is administer by Base Safety.  Valid Government Operators Permits (OF-346) issued by other commands will be valid on Okinawa ONLY when the operators have successfully passed a Japanese SOFA test.  The following is required before Base Safety can administer the SOFA test: 

    a.  Two copies of the Application for Government Vehicle Operator's Permit (NAVMC 10964) signed by the Company/Squadron Commander, By direction or appropriate civilian supervisor. 

    b.  Valid OF-346 (Government Vehicle Operator's Permit). 

2.  The Japanese SOFA test is fifty questions on Japanese rules and regulations.  Applicants must pass with a score of 80% or better.  Those that failed must wait three days before retesting.

a.  Test schedules for Valid Government Operators Permits

only (OF-346) are as follows:

 Monday - Friday 0800 - 1100

 Those that need to re-test must wait three working days.

EXPLOSIVES/HAZARDOUS MATERIALS TRANSPORTERS COURSE

1.  The purpose of this course is to provide the unit with qualified Explosive/Hazardous Material Transporters.  Per references (a), (e), and (f), commands will ensure all applicants are screened and meet all prerequisites prior to course assignment.

2.  Commands are assigned quotas for the course.  All personnel, regardless of rank or status, must attend the entire course.  This is a three-day course.  All applicants are required to report by 0745 to bldg. 5831, Camp Foster, in the appropriate uniform of the day, with the following documents:

    a.  Two copies of the Application for Government Vehicle Operator's Permit (NAVMC 10964) signed by the Company/Squadron Commander, By direction or appropriate civilian supervisor. 

    b.  Valid State, USFJ-4, or U.S. Territory drivers license.

    c.  Valid Identification Card (ID).

    d.  Valid Government Operator's Permit (OF 346).

    e.  Medical Certificate for Driver (NAVMC 10970). 

    f.  The driver must have considerable and varied driving experience with the type of equipment to be operated, and have a safe driving record.

    g.  Age - Students will be 18 years of age or older to transport explosive/hazardous materials on base, and 21 years of age off base.    

3.  Students cannot be admitted without all of the above listed prerequisites at the time of screening.

MCB Safety provides this training course by appointment only.  Two types of courses are offered, the Riding and Street Skills (RSS) and the Experienced Riders Course (ERC).

MILITARY MOTORCYCLE OPERATORS PROGRAM (MILMO)

1.  The purpose of this course is to provide units with properly trained M1030 (KLR250) motorcycle operators.  In accordance with references (r) through (s), this training will be conducted by the Safety Office, Marine Corps Base, Camp Butler.

2.  Students must be screened by their command and meet the following prerequisites before training.

    
a.
  Must posses a valid OF-346 Government operators permit.


    b.  
NAVMC 10964 application for upgrade signed by Commanding 

Officer.

    c.  Students must be in good physical condition.  This is a 

physically demanding course, students will be dropped if they cannot complete all training requirements.

    d.  Mandatory attendance of all portions of training.

    e.  Prior motorcycle riding experience is preferred.  Although not mandatory, experience will improve the students’ chance of completing the training cycle.

3.  The MILMO course consists of a minimum of 80 hours of training, covering street and off road skills over many different types of terrain.

4.  Classes will be scheduled over a two-week training period.  Mandatory attendance and completion of each critical element is required for graduation.

5.  Maximum number of students is six per class.

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PRIVATELY-OWNED VEHICLE OPERATORS TESTING AND
DRIVERS IMPROVEMENT COURSE

1.  Per references (d) and (e), Battalion or Squadron Commander will ensure all applicants are screened and meet all prerequisites prior to authorizing approval to obtain a Privately-Owned Vehicle drivers license.  This is a privilege and can be revoked by the Commanding Officer when appropriate.

4.  Drivers Improvement Course (DIC) is offered on Wednesdays, and Thursday from 0700 to 1600 at bldg 5831, Camp Foster.  This course is offered by appointment only and may be scheduled by calling 645-3783.
