Reporting Procedures:
Students should not report in prior to the report date.
Students reporting for Career Course and Sergeants Course report to the SNCOA (building 2496). The time to report for stand-by Marines is 0530, for Marines selected to attend it is 0600 on the reporting day for their class.
Commands may send additional Marines to the SNCOA to standby in case there are empty seats only after notifying the Director prior to class convening. They must be properly screened and report no later than 0800 on the reporting day for their class. Standby students will be assigned seats without orders, but must notify their command to issue orders if assigned.
After 0815, standby students will be screened and assigned to fill empty seats. They will be assigned based on most qualified and eligible rather than a first come, first served basis.
Nominated students who report after 0800 will lose their quota and compete for seats with the standby students.
The uniform for checking in is utilities.
Students must have in their possession:
· Original orders (with one copy at least)
· Service Record Book (to include updated BIR/BTR, and Command Screening Checklist)
· Medical Records. Students stationed on Camp Hansen must also bring their health and dental records in case they need to be checked for medical history.
Note: Any student whose unit is unable to request advance per diem prior to reporting, may leave their Original Orders with their units and report with a copy of the orders. Disbursing requires Original Orders in order to cut a check, therefore it would be to your advantage to leave the Original Orders at your unit so they may request for your advance per diem and have the unit deliver it to the SNCOA.
Upon graduation or disenrollment, students will receive a memorandum endorsement to their orders. Endorsements will indicate any PFT, Battle Skills, Essential Subjects, Weapons, and Field Training accomplished.
