Important items to be filled out in the SAR are as follows:

1. Send the DAMA SAR to all SMCs (SATCOMMGTCEN).  This will ensure that each controller (primary and alternate) gets your information into its database.

2. Do not forget to include the Integrated Communications Database (ICDB) number.  If you need any assistance with obtaining ICDB numbers, please contact either Jack Knapp, (

3. In paragraph 3 of the DAMA SAR, you may request more than one type of access on the first line. 

· Subparagraph a – Common net – 25-kHz, Private Net – either 5-kHz or 25-kHz.  If you select a common net (guard) in 25-kHz DAMA, and this is the preferred type requested, the EMCON condition should be used.  Provide a time such as "EMCOM every 2 minutes" so the DAMA controller will send out slot connect messages to the net (time can be from 2 to 7 minutes).  This will automatically join any terminal that was not logged into the net when it was first established. (Saves the operator from having to send a service setup when they come up on the net.)  In addition, always request at this time whether or not you want a DAMA Network address (and again in paragraph 11 just to be sure).  If you don’t, you may not receive one.

· Subparagraph B - identify the NCS and ANCS of your net.  

· Subparagraph C – identify the precedence you want assigned to each of the Terminal Addresses within the nets.  The precedence can be from Routine to Flash Override but please allow each one only what is absolutely necessary.  These terminals with higher precedence will be able to preempt another call on the channel – even one of your own calls!  Although it states 5-kHz only, provide the Terminal Base Addresses if you are using a Private Guard (Network Address) in 25-kHz DAMA. Please note – it is much preferred that you request a Common Guard in 25-kHz for the assured access it will provide.  

2. Paragraph 4 – indicate footprints you will be operating in – PAC/IO/LANT/CONUS.

3. Paragraph 5 is for 5-kHz DAMA only.

4.  Paragraph 6 is used to identify the footprint the terminals will be operating.  This is especially important if members of the network will be operating in more than one footprint.  Each SMC must be aware of the Network Address assigned to the net.

5.  Paragraph 7 is for the unit POC.  Ensure this person/position will have a phone for the period of the request to enable the SMC to contact them.

6.  Paragraph 9.  A disadvantaged user is usually one who is working at the edge of the satellite footprint, transmitting from an aircraft (e.g. SECOMP), or utilizing an omni-directional antenna.  Identify, by Terminal Address, any user in the network who falls into these categories.

7.  Paragraph 11.  Use this paragraph to also request the following: Network Address (es), Demarcation Point for 5-kHz operations, any other information necessary to operate in a DAMA mode that is not readily available to the unit.
